How does Ar-Razzaq Food Bank manage the funds?
We set up two separate checking accounts at US Bank to serve our financial needs.

General Funds Account:
This account is created for the purpose to accept cash and checks donations from our patrons, or any proceeds from future fundraisers that geared toward the full benefits of our recipients. The funds, either as sadaqah (voluntary alms) or zakat (mandatory alms), are used to buy food to stcok our shelves and if applicable, to be distributed as a small financial aid to applicants as a one time contribution. The amount we disburse depends on the availability of the funds and the number of applicants at any given time.

Expense Account:

This account is create for the purpose to accept cash and checks donations from our patrons, or any proceeds from future fundraisers that geared toward paying for our administrative costs. Our cost is projected to reach no less than $12,000.00 annual. We target to raise as much as $20,000.00 to be on the safer side. Since inception we, as individuals, pitch in a small sum from our own pockets as contribution toward establishing Ar-Razzaq Food Bank as a charitable organization. These fees include paying all government agencies, purchasing office inventory, purchasing food supply to be distributed to the needy when no donations came, and etc.
